ARC competes in the segment of SIC #306, “Fabricated Rubber Products, Not Elsewhere Classified”, classified as SIC #3069, “Fabricated Rubber Products, Not Elsewhere Classified”. 

The U.S. Industry & Trade Outlook 2000 contains no information on either SIC #306 or SIC # 3069. The Annual Survey of Manufactures, U.S. Census Bureau, Feb. 11, 2002 indicates that the value of shipments in 2000 for NAICS 326299, the equivalent of SIC #3069, amounted to $8,731,915 ($1,000) an increase of $502,987 ($1,000) over 1999.The value of shipments in 1999 decreased $217,394 ($1,000) from 1998.

An August 26,2002 article in Rubber & Plastic News states that “like most of the manufacturing portions of the rubber industry, the rubber-covered roller sector has been depressed the past couple of years.” Also reported in the article was a string of acquisitions, mergers and sell-offs within the rubber roller industry may be an indication of future consolidation, with  fewer companies at the fore.
